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This course explores the connections between culture and science by focusing on the history and philosophy of
science. Students will learn about the historical significance of the Scientific Revolution and its influence on the

structures of human thought and logical reasoning, in addition to the close relationship between science and culture.

ELC341 Ato]W-57t3&E35} (Cyberspace and Culture) 3-3-0
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What kinds of changes have been brought about in narrative when it is connected to digital technology? How has
digital technology changed the basic grammar of narrative and developed new narrative modes? This course aims to
study the relation between digital media and storytelling in the larger context of cyber media culture.

ELC342 u|do]dT (Media Criticism) 3-3-0
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In contemporary society, we are surrounded by media. This course provides an introduction to the critical study of
popular media, by studying their political and economic background and their impact on the formation of our social



and cultural identities. We will learn to identify, analyze, and understand the complex relationship between popular
media, social structure, and cultural practices.

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This course will explore the meaning and definition of the non-fiction narrative by questioning the distinction between
fiction and non-fiction modes of telling stories. We will learn about the history of the documentary form in film and

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ELC350 otX|ofe}du]l 235} (Asia and British/American Culture) 3-3-0
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In this course, we will investigate Asian culture in its relation to the West. We will explore how "Asia" has been
imagined and created under Western eyes. We study Asian commonwealth literature/culture and contemporary Asian
culture enmeshed with globalized American culture. Postmodern Asian cities like Hong Kong, Shanghai, and
Singapore, and Anglo-American travelogues about Asia are examples of objects of our study.
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ELC354 9293t (Studies in British Cinema) 3-3-0
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The course will focus on British Cinema since the 1990s. Students will learn about British Cinema's dominant fictional
and documentary traditions, as well as independent cinema. In particular, it will help students understand how to
situate film in specific historical and cultural contexts.

ELC355 2WAAEZAd (Romance Storytelling) 3-3-0
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This course is designed for studying generic characteristics of the romance and its historical changes from the
sociocultural perspective. It will study the historical evolution of the romance from medieval chivalric romance to
various contemporary love stories, focusing on how love and sexuality are represented in them.

ELC356 u]HAZE (British and American Musical) 3-3-0
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This course explores the history and development of the genre of musical theatre. Emphasis will be placed specifically
on the 20th century British and American Musical. Our study includes production analysis, textual analysis, audience

analysis, and historical analysis.
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« ELC357 H]3/383708 ¥ (Studies on Tragic and Comic Characters) 3-3-0
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This course aims to study the typical characteristics of tragic and comic characters, the two most significant ones
among various character types, and its changing modes over times. It will try to explore their anthropological, social,
and cultural meanings.
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ELC359 4/3&23te}7|& (Image Culture and Technology) 3-3-0
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This course provides the opportunity to understand how technology influences the operations and study of cinema.
It will examine the relationship between cinematography and technological development.

ELC380 S29@A|At4g o] (Global Current English) 3-3-0
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This course aims to familiarize students with the vocabulary and styles of the English found in newspaper and news
magazine articles. It covers many fields of newspaper articles including politics, economy, society, science, health, and
culture. Upon a successful completion students are expected to have acquired the level of reading comprehension skill

comparable to the level of a college freshman as a native speaker of English.

ELC381 ¥|ZYAAF YA 0]41 (Business Communication 1) 3-3-0
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This course is designed to prepare students to study or work in business, commerce, or administration. The focus is
on writing clear and effective business correspondence. Students will also practice writing resumes and personal
statements.

ELC411 B2 A E(HAEYA]]) (Culture Project Capstone Design) 3-0-3
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This Capstone Design course provides students with the opportunity to work on a final project by utilizing the skills
and knowledge acquired in the department. Each student will be mentored by a faculty member. Examples of a final
project include: academic thesis, creative writing (short story or play), film script, short film, or a performance.
Students can decide to work on this final project individually or in groups.

ELC460 n]~H 2|~ EE]d= (Mystery Storytelling) 3-3-0
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We investigate mystery and detective fiction in the context of modern subjects. We 1) explore various types and



histories of mystery genre, 2)study narrative structure and patterns of story telling, 3) and trace the ways in which the
desire for knowledge in mystery is reflected in other cultural forms. Mysteries of Conan Doyle, E.A. Poe, Agatha
Christie and contemporary detective fictions are objects of our study. We also study the detective characters such as
Sherlock Holmes and Miss Marple. We will also study "Mystery!" program of PBS in comparison with the novels.

ELC461 23191&€73 %Y (Arts and Cultural Management) 3-3-0
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As cultural productions increasingly get involved with various mediating venues and networks, the competence of
cultural planning/management has become integral. Designed to train future "culture curators”, this practicum course
consists of theoretical lectures and internship projects on site.

ELC462 B34S 3251 (Cultural Communication and Cultural Translation) 3—-3-0
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Cultural exchange and cultural translation are imperatives of the contemporary globalized world. We investigate

patterns of transference of culture from the perspectives of 1) technological change (net environment), 2) financial
flow 3)nomadic movements of people. We focus not on cultural clash and destruction but on cultural negotiation and
creation. Traveling Shakespeare and its translations and variations in diverse cultures, import/export and translation of
musicals, and "Hallryu" effects are objects of our study.

ELC464 23157} (Special Topics in Cultural Studies) 3-3-0
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This course aims to freely explore significant phenomena or trends in contemporary cultural environment such as
pornography, diet, consumption space, and the appearance of new modes of drama.
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ELC481 H|ZY2AFYA0]X42 (Business Communication 2) 3-3-0
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Today's competitive business environment demands effective communication skills. With the objective of helping
students become more fluent and confident in communicating with professionals in various fields, Business
Communication 2 is designed for students who have previously taken Business Communication 1. The course focuses
on developing essential as well as advanced English communication skills needed to address business problems or
situations such as meetings, presentations, negotiations, project development, and cross-cultural interaction.

ELC483 ZAEFHESIAAL (Posthuman Culture and Narrative) 3—-3-0
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Due to the technological development, the distinction between human and inhuman has turned to be blurred and
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faced up the fundamental question as to what the human is. This transitory moment would be inscribed in the cultural
narrative. Then this course aims to explore the aspect of the cultural transformation driven by the dehumanizing
paradigm shift.

EDU3121 wF#w-&2(F]) (Theoretical Foundation of Teaching English as a Subject Matter) 3-3-0
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This is a foundational course for English teaching and covers many different issues in SLA theories and their practical
applications in real contexts of teaching by broadly surveying and also focusing intensively on different spectrums of
those theories in the field of ELT. That is, students need to contextualize key disciplinary knowledge and pedagogical
factors, their own learning experiences, and other relevant teaching issues and also to broaden their perspectives on
their roles as a teacher. More importantly, instead of fragmented and decontextualized acquisition of knowledge and
over-reliance on a limited number of teaching theories and techniques, students can develop their own practical and
professional teacher knowledge and decision-making strategies in order to enhance their abilities to respond to actual
teaching issues and events in class effectively. Lastly, on a more practical side, this course will be helpful for those who
are preparing for the national teacher examination or graduate programs to further their subject matter knowledge
and skills in ELT.

EDU3122 w3 @ AAFLA = H(Fo]) (Studies of English Curriculum and Materials Development) 3-3-0
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This course offers various ways of applying key concepts and issues in developing curricular materials as well as
practical ways of utilizing them in class or other teaching contexts. Accordingly, students will be exposed to both
theoretical and practical ways of designing, developing, utilizing, and analyzing and evaluating teaching materials so
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that they can make informed decisions in real contexts of teaching in order to adopt or adapt them in more
meaningful and relevant ways for students as well as themselves. This course requires both reading and writing
intensive work and some hands-on activities such as material evaluation and development projects will be done so that
students can apply what is learned to more effective use or modification process of curricular materials in various
teaching contexts.

EDU3192 W= Di=&(2]=+0]) (Logical Thinking and Essay Writing in ELT) 3-3-0
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This is a required course for the teacher-certification track students and specifically designed to prepare them to
develop their academic writing skills in order to present their understandings of disciplinary subject matter content.
That is, through both intensive and extensive readings of relevant academic papers in ELT and a number of



writing-focused tasks, the students will be able to develop both English language skills and academic and cognitive

skills by linking key theories and concepts in ELT and their pedagogical ramifications to concrete teaching behaviors

and classroom activities.

FLL2001 9ld|o]e]1e]8t (Introductory Big Data Linguistics) 3-3—0
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This course teaches methodologies for collecting, analyzing, and interpreting large-scale linguistic data, combining

traditional linguistic research with modern data science technigues. Students will explore linguistic patterns

and

changes empirically through corpus construction and statistical analysis, using programming tools such as Python and
R. Through this course, students will develop the ability to scientifically analyze linguistic data and apply these skills
not only to linguistic research but also to practical fields such as speech recognition, speech synthesis, and Al language

model development.
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
